The 2011 Census is coming — a message for Bucks and Milton
Keynes Parish Councils and residents

Sunday 27th March is census day. It's very important that everyone
in the country completes a census questionnaire. Decisions about
the allocation of millions of pounds of grants from central government
to local authorities and health authorities depend directly of popula-
tion estimates made by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) based
on census data. And service and business planning by organisations
in public, private and third sectors also is carried out to a great extent
based on information from the census. Encouraging and enabling
everyone to complete the 2011 Census will ensure that these vital
population estimates are as comprehensive and accurate as possi-
ble.

All census information can be found at www.census.gov.uk
Questionnaires will be delivered to every household by post, and to
certain communal establishments by hand-delivery to, for example,
the establishment manager for internal distribution with arrangements
made by us for collection

The questionnaire may be completed and returned by post, or else
completed securely on-line

The census telephone helpline will be active from 4 March to respond
to any request for help - which may include pointers to multilingual
guidance booklets or accessibility aids such as large-print or braille
questionnaires, easy-read versions, text relay and British Sign Lan-
guage resources, or a request for a member of census field staff to
visit personally to give assistance with completion

ONS is developing a 'Carers Protocol' which will explain how carers
can help their less able clients to complete the census, whilst pre-
serving confidentiality, dignity, and autonomy in this matter as far as
is possible

ONS is also developing a 'Completion Session Protocol' which will
set out how joint sessions my be run in local community premises, for
example, for groups of people requiring assistance with completion.

I'd like to offer my advice or assistance with any aspect of the cen-
sus, and | would certainly welcome any ideas or suggestions about
how we can help you to publicise the coming 2011 Census locally.

Dear friends,

Part of the enjoyment of special events and celebrations is the sense
of anticipation as we wait and prepare for them. That is why the
church has the season of Lent to prepare for Easter, and the season
of Advent to help us prepare for Christmas.

But that can be difficult, because we often hear the countdown to
Christmas in a negative way, with all the talk of the number of shop-
ping days we have left, and the pressure and stress of all the busy-
ness we get drawn into.
