Pelican Crossing

Work is continuing on the installation of the school

crossing. Once the pelican crossing has been installed

then the footpath from Rushmere Close up to the cross-

ing will be widened. When the work is finished children should
be able to get to school more safely.

Dog Fouling

There is a problem with dogs fouling the foot-
path and verges particularly around the Green-
ways end of the village. There are dog bins lo-
cated in Station Road (towards the station), at the bottom of
Church Road, and also at the Pavilion. Residents are asked to
help to keep the village clean by picking up after their dogs. Dog
mess can be dangerous for small children and pregnant women
and if it is not picked up it stays where it is dropped.

Play Area

The new play equipment has been well received by the children.
The new Pod swing is suitable for a wide range of ages and is
proving very popular. The climbing frame is in-
tended for older children (The manufacturers rec-
ommend 7+). The monkey bars are a little over 2
metres high and, like all play equipment which of-
fers some challenge to children, there is a slight
element of risk even with safety matting installed.
So please keep an eye on your children when they
are using the equipment to keep them safe.
